12 MPO on Sunday afternoon on the Peak Course.   
                 AMs:  Ams will play 2 rnds in N. Calais on Saturday.  MA1, MM1, MG1, MA2, FW1 will play 1 
round on Peak course Sunday morning.  MA3, FW2, &Jrs will play 1 rnd on the Sugarbush Base course on Sunday 
morning.  There will be a final 9 for the top 12 MA1 and top 8 MM1 on the Sugarbush Base course on Sunday 
afternoon.

We reserve the right to cap divisions and combine a division w/less 
than 4 players. We will need to stop registration at 170 players.  Formats could alter slightly due to registration 
numbers or violent weather.  We are trying to maximize play for everyone.  Start times will be announced on 
Friday.  Many Sugarbush rounds are trickle starts.

Pros registered in this event MUST be current PDGA members at tournament time.  Ams that are NOT 
PDGA members be sure to include $10 extra over and above the registration fee.

Directions: 
To Sugarbush from pts south: Exit 9 off Interstate 89 (Middlesex/Moretown).  Left off exit ramp to stop sign.  
Left onto Rte 2 for 1/3 mile.  Turn Right onto Rte 100B and follow 8 miles into Moretown.  Continue straight 
ahead as the road turns into Rte 100 South (w/out you doing anything!).  Follow Rte 100 S into and through 
Waitsfield (5 miles).  Continue south (4 miles) to Sugarbush Access Rd.  Turn right onto the Sugarbush Access Rd 
and follow up the hill for approx 3.5 miles to 4-way int.  Turn right onto Village Rd and then immediate left into 
Sugarbush parking lot.  Follow giant woooden stairway up to Sugarbush Gatehouse Lodge.

To N. Calais DGClub from points south: Exit 8 off Interstate 89 (Montpelier). Follow exit ramp down hill to 
the 4th traffic light at the intersection with Main St.  Turn Left over bridge and follow Main St through the middle 
of town and beyond.  At a small rotary you’ll veer off slightly to the right on Main St, immediately pass Main St 
School (on left), and up a very large hill w/a big hook to the left at the top.  Continue straight ahead onto Upper 
Main St.  You’ll come shortly to a small fork at which you’ll bear to the left.   Follow County Rd, for approx 9+ 
miles to “Maple Corner” ( funkified 4-way intersection w/small store on left). That is the last you’ll see of paved 
road.   Continue straight through Maple Corner for another approx. 3.5 miles to Bayne-Comoli Rd.  Turn Right 
onto it.  There is no street sign but there will be a Golf sign at this corner.  Wind dramatically for  approx 2+ miles 
on Bayne-Comolli Rd you’ll come onto N. Calais DG Club on both sides of the road.    Parking assistant will direct 
you to off-road parking.
If you get to a stop sign turn around and go back 1/4 mile!

Directions between the 2 locations will be handed out at the players meetings.    For specific directions from your
